Superintendent —Jim Havelka presented the proposed Superintendent Endorsement on behalf
of the Ad Hoc Committee. After discussion, the following changes were proposed. These
changes will be included in the conference call with educator preparation programs on
September 1, 2011. If there are no further major changes or concerns presented during the
conference call, the Executive Committee recommended that the endorsement move to 1* and
2" Reading in October. If significant changes or concerns result from the September 1
conference call, the endorsement will be presented to the Council as a discussion item with the
expectation that 1* and 2™ Reading will be scheduled for March, 2012. Proposed language:

005.03D2: Beginning July 1, 2014, candidates who have completed an approved program
leading to the Superintendent endorsement on the Administrative and Supervisory Certificate
shall be awarded an endorsement entitled “Initial Superintendent”.

The Initial Superintendent endorsement shall be valid through the first year that the
candidate is employed in Nebraska in a position code requiring a Superintendent’s
endorsement.

During the first year of employment referred to above, the holder of an Initial
Superintendent endorsement shall complete a Nebraska experience-based professional
development and mentoring program that is jointly under the direction of an institution
offering an approved Superintendent endorsement program and of an educational
professional organization that provides statewide professional development and training
specifically for school administrators.

Upon successful completion of the post-employment (first year) professional development
and mentoring experience, the candidate will be recommended by the endorsing institution
for the endorsement entitled “Professional Superintendent”.

The Initial Superintendent endorsement will lapse following the first year of employment in
a position code requiring a Superintendent endorsement. Candidates who have failed to
complete the professional development and mentoring experience during their first year of
employment in a position code requiring a Superintendent endorsement can appeal for an
extension of time for the Initial Superintendent endorsement on the grounds of extenuating
circumstances. Such appeals shall be approved or denied by the Commissioner of
Education.

Candidates who hold a Provisional Superintendent endorsement and are employed in
Nebraska in a position code requiring a Superintendent endorsement shall complete the
professional development and mentoring experience in their first year of employment.
Upon completion of the remaining conditions of the Provisional Superintendent
endorsement, the candidate shall be awarded the Professional Superintendent
endorsement.



Science—The proposed science endorsements: Science (Field), and Biology, Chemistry, Earth
and Space, and Physics subject endorsements, presented by Jim Woodland on behalf of the
Science Ad Hoc Committee, were accepted as written.

English Language Arts— The proposed English language arts endorsements: Language Arts
(field) and English, Speech, Theatre, Reading and Writing, and Reading Specialist subject
endorsements, presented by Trisha Parker on behalf of the Language Arts Ad Hoc Committee,
were accepted as written with the following exceptions:

Special Education Generalist — The proposed Special Education Generalist Endorsement,
presented by Carol McClain on behalf of the Special Education Ad Hoc Committee and various
stakeholder groups, was approved. She explained that this would be the foundational
endorsement for special education teachers. Discussions continue regarding the creation of
supplemental specializations with 15-18 hour requirements.
