4.  There are 7 different roof styles…

A.  __________________________two pitched roofs, meeting at a ridge and forming a triangular “gable” at each end. 
This is the most common roof style.  It is good for wet climates (rain and snow).  A gable might be ornately decorated. Attics or an upper story might be located in the gabled part of the home.

B.  __________________________has 4 sides, all slanting inward to form a ridge or a point (pyramid).

The hip roof is nearly as common as the gabled roof.   The roof line may be the same when viewed from all 4 sides of the house.  It is good for wet or cold climates.
C. __________________________has two slopes on each side of   the ridge.  The lower slope has the steeper pitch.

This roof has wide eaves, works well in cold and wet climates, and is very “interesting”.  The roof itself covers the entire upper story of the house, but with fewer slanted walls than a gabled roof.

D. __________________________has slopes on all 4 sides.  The lower slope of the roof is almost vertical and the upper slope is almost horizontal. 

 It is French in origin, and named after the French architect Francois Mansart. (1598-1666)  This roof is good in moderate climates. It is distinctive, but complicated to build.
E.  __________________________ usually slightly pitched for water run-off.  It is best used in dry climates due to drainage problems. 

When used in cold climates, the supports must be strong enough to withstand the weight of heavy snow and ice. Initial building costs are low, but maintenance can be costly and frequent.
F.  _________________________excellent for drainage purposes, but may be difficult to build.  Initial building cost can be very high.
Transparent glass or translucent fiberglass is often used to allow light to enter the structure. The structure is very strong.
G.  ________________________most often used on towers.  Drainage is excellent, so it is good in cold and wet climates.

Although the roof is very interesting, the initial building cost is very high.  It is difficult to build, and the steep pitch presents more danger for workers.

L.  __________________________ windows, named after the 16th-century Renaissance architect Andrea Palladio;  these are windows that have a tall, central, arched window flanked by shorter rectangular windows

M.  ________________________an entrance porch, usually with columns and a roof that frames the front door of a house
N.  __________________________rectangular windows that may be found above a door; used to improve light and ventilation
O.  __________________________ crescent-shaped transom 
P.  __________________________stationary windows that flank a door
