HOW TO SEW A FRENCH SEAM FINISH
The French seam is designed for use on sheer (see-thru) or very lightweight fabrics.  It is a very sturdy seam, and encloses the raw edges of the fabric to leave a very neat finish. 

1.  Cut two pieces of printed fabric, each 3” x 6”.  A printed fabric does not have the same coloring on both sides. The top (right) side is the “normal” color, but the back (wrong) side appears faded. That’s because the design was just printed onto the fabric after the fabric was already woven. 

2.  Place the two pieces of fabric, wrong sides together.  Pin the two pieces together along the 6” length.
3.  Sew a ¼ inch seam, backstitching at both ends.
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4.  You may want to trim the seam allowance slightly… cutting no more than half off.

5.  Press the seam open.
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6.  Now, using the stitching as a fold line, fold the fabric pieces so the right sides are together. Pin again.
7.  Sew a 3/8 inch seam, backstitching at both ends. 
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8.  Press the new seam “enclosure” to one side.
