5 DAY LESSON PLAN ON LAUNDRY         NAME:  ____________________

The schedule below is “approximate”. It may take you longer to finish some tasks, and a shorter amount of time to finish others. 

MONDAY:  Watch the powerpoint presentation on Laundry, and complete the accompanying worksheet in this packet as you progress through the slides. Be sure to study all of the slides;  read for details, don’t just hunt for the answers.

TUESDAY:  Ask the instructor for the 3 laundry sorting sheets. These contain 68 colored pictures of various garments and textiles products that might be contained in a normal week’s laundry for a single family of two.  Start with item #1 and determine which “load” of laundry it belongs in, based on the 8 “loads” listed on the laundry sorting project handout in this packet. List that item by number and name under the correct heading. 




Example:  Machine Wash Lights;  Warm or Cold Water 


      A.  #1 men’s polo shirt

Please note that for some items, there are no hard and fast rules about sorting. Think carefully, and be able to justify your selection.  Do NOT remove the colored laundry sorting sheets from this room.  Return them to your instructor by the end of the class period.
WEDNESDAY:  Read the laundry care symbol project handout. Your assignment, to make a garment hangtag, is on the bottom of the page. Use the attached Consumer Guide to Care Symbols handout to assist you.

THURSDAY:  Test your knowledge and recall about detergent ingredients by completing the Detergent Ingredients Quiz. Then continue today with Parts I and II of the laundry science labs. Record your observations directly on the Laundry Science Lab handout. You will finish your observations tomorrow, when your fabric and elastic scraps are dry.

FRIDAY:  Ask your instructor for your 20 point test. Hand it in.  Use any remaining time to finish any previous work this week, and hand in this entire packet along with your garment hangtag and your dried fabric and elastic scraps from the science lab.
