GRADING CRITERIA FOR LAB ACTIVITIES, CLEANING, AND INVENTORY

You will receive points for each lab you are assigned to participate in. This grade is often “subjective” in nature, meaning it is based on what I observe and on the opinion I formulate from that observation. There may be labs in which you receive a rubric, outlining requirements specifically.  The number of points possible will vary with each lab, and you will be given that information prior to the beginning of each lab. There are numerous factors that I take into consideration when grading a lab:

A.  Your ability to follow directions, either by reading them or by watching a demonstration. Did you 
      focus on the demonstration?...take notes as  needed?..can you work without re-asking 

      questions already answered for you? 


B.  Your ability to demonstrate proper techniques, as they have been modeled for you in a 
  
      demonstration or video

C.  Your organizational skills.   Did you manage your time and tasks well, and efficiently?  


D.  Your ability to work cooperatively with your assigned partners.  Did you do your share of the 
   
      work, but allow others to do their share also?  Did you watch your partners and lend opinions 
 
      and assistance when warranted?  Did you ‘coach’ your partners through difficult work, or did 
     
      you step in and do it for them? Did you verbally communicate well with your partners and 
   
      the instructor?  Did you respect your partners’ diversity of limitations?

E.  Your attitude.  Did you stay awake and focused during the demonstration?  Did you display 
  
      enthusiasm?  Did you appear to be working hard and taking pride in doing the job well?  Were 
      you respectful of others? Did you attempt to do each task, to the best of your ability, as 
 
      assigned? 

F.  Your ability to clean the working areas as assigned, and your ability to maintain an accurate 
 
      inventory of equipment and supplies.  



1.  all surfaces and equipment should be very clean when we are finished with a lab  

                                  you should be able to stand back and see OR rub your hand over these

                                  surfaces and find them smooth and fluid-free  


2.  use paper towels, or cloth towels as provided to wash and dry surfaces and equipment 



3.  use soap and hot water, or disinfectant for cleaning when directed



4.  do not submerge non-immersible items;  wipe these with a damp cloth and dry with a 


     towel as needed



5.  every item in your area should be back where it BELONGS when you leave, and you 


     should not have extra items


G.  You are NOT graded as a group.  Each individual may receive a different grade on the lab.

H.  Your ability to ‘teach’ what you are doing in a lab to others…such as a patient or client. You may 
     be asked to write a summary, provide a verbal explanation, or even demonstrate your work in a 
     way that would educate others.

I.  When guest speakers are presenting a lesson, your conduct must be above reproach. You are 
  
    expected to stay awake and focused, not disruptive, courteous and respectful at all times.  

YOUR INSTRUCTOR WILL DISMISS YOU FROM LABS…NOT THE BELL!  YOU WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO LEAVE UNTIL YOUR WORK AREA IS CLEAN AND YOU HAVE PERMISSION!

YOU ARE NOT GRADED ON THE WAY YOU FIND THINGS, BUT ON THE WAY YOU LEAVE THINGS!

IF YOU DISAGREE WITH A LAB GRADE, ARRANGE A PRIVATE CONFERENCE OUTSIDE OF CLASSTIME FOR “NEGOTIATIONS”.  Be prepared to justify your grade argument. Remember, my grade is based on what I observe, and if I didn’t see something,  I may need your input. Do NOT simply compare your grade to others in your group, as my expectations for each individual may vary based on their experience or abilities. 
It is possible that lab activities may be upsetting to you. Even working with ‘fake’ blood or performing a procedure on a manikin may cause some people to become uncomfortable or nauseous. While your unwillingness to ATTEMPT a lab assignment will lower your lab grade, your inability to satisfactorily COMPLETE the lab assignment may not.  To help you determine what aspects of the health care profession you can or can not do is one of the goals of this course.
