This is a 12-day lesson, and includes detailed rubrics for the different roles, scripts for the witnesses, and instructions for creating evidence. Teachers will find detailed guidance, including a crime-scene layout diagram, websites for fingerprint and DNA evidence, grade sheets and other supporting documents. The lesson concludes with a trial (with student’s role playing the judge, jurors, prosecuting and defense attorneys, and witnesses).
