CAREER EDUCATION POWERPOINT PRESENTATION

Developed by Suzanne Martin, Medicine Valley
Objective:  Create a PowerPoint presentation about your career interest.

Directions:  You will be researching information to put together a PowerPoint presentation about your main career interest.  You will be presenting this to the class to educate us about your career interests.  Plan your slideshow using the guidelines presented to you.  The idea is that you are doing an oral presentation using the PowerPoint as a visual to enhance what you are saying. The rubric is on the back.
You need to include the following information in your presentation:

1. Title or presentation and your name

2. Description of how career choice fits me - use  the assessments and surveys we did in class (values, personality, skills, etc.)

3. Job Description/Nature of Work – What do you do at work? What skills/abilities/knowledge are necessary for the job? How do these fit you?

4. Work Setting/Work Conditions – Where does this take place (inside/outside), Do you work alone or with other? What is the required work schedule?  Does the job involve travel?

5. Requirement/Qualifications for the Job – What kind of training, education, certification, licensure, etc. do you need for this job/career?  Is there any age requirement?

6. Salary and Benefits – How much is the pay?  What are the benefits?

7. Job Outlook – What is the future of this job?  Will there be many openings in the future? Are there opportunities for advancement?

8. Related jobs/careers – What other jobs and careers relate to this one?

9. College/Training Options – Where can you go for the education to enter this job?

10. Reference Slide – Three information sources are REQUIRED
