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The Cody-Kilgore School has an extensive Career and Technical Education Program.  The Circle C Market is a school run grocery store and entrepreneurial center that allows students to market personal handmade items. 
With the guidance of adults, students manage all aspects of the store during the school day.  This includes ordering all store items, stocking shelves, performing all of the financial transactions along with performing the accounting.  Students learn public relation skills, accounting, entrepreneurial skills, along with the day-to-day and monthly maintenance of the store.  
Voices for Children awarded the Circle C Market their 2015 Youth Award at their annual Spotlight Gala for showing what can be achieved when youth and the community work towards a common goal.  Nebraska Loves Public Schools filmed a documentary on how the Circle C Market was built and how the students contributed to that effort. (http://www.circlecmarket.com/videos.html). 
In addition to the Circle C Market:
· The Business Program offers a full array of courses which includes accounting, marketing, personal finance, and careers.  
· The careers class researches an actual career and culminates with an interview. 
· A Career Fair is also held every two years which includes presenters from each of the six career fields. 
· The Agriculture Education program offers classes in animal science, vet science, horticulture, ag business, welding, ag mechanics, food science and construction.  Students gain hands on experience through their SAE, which are primarily beef related.  In addition to their SAE, students gain hands on experience through maintaining the school landscape, operating the school greenhouse and conducting an annual plant sale.  They also learn different methods of food preservation through canning of vegetables and making beef jerky.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Students also learn and design projects using Chief Architect with the assistance of the Information Technology Instructor.  These include both building and landscape projects. They are also building scale models with the 3 D Printer.   The students also build and market their projects through the Circle C Market.
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
