In 2015-16, the Health and Wellness Division participated in the following;
· Hosted HOSA (Health Occupation Student Association) of Nebraska State Leadership Conference and Health Science Experience. Both events drew over 200 Nebraska high school students interested in pursuing careers in health related career fields.  
· Health Academies
· Certified Nurse Assistant (CNA) classes taught in 14 high schools in Northeast’s 20 county service area. Each year, 100 students enrolled in CNA or Medication Aide classes have successfully passed. Partnerships allow for workforce credentials to be offered to high school aged students.
· A Health and Wellness Career Camp was offered to 30 students in grades 9-12 in May 2016.  
· Inter-Professional education sessions were designed by Northeast Health & Wellness Division faculty in multiple healthcare disciplines (Allied Health, Physical Therapist Assistant, EMT/Paramedic, HIMS (Health Information Systems Management), HPER (Health Physical Education & Recreation, Personal Training, and Nursing). Sessions allow students to work in teams with other professionals to stimulate collaborative learning of the interconnectedness of their professions.  
· The division provides training to approximately 400 CNA’s and Medication Aides in the Northeast service area on an annual basis.
· Developed partnerships with skilled nursing facilities to host Nurse Aide and Medication Aide courses in two week intensive classes for business and industry. In addition traditional four-six week classes are offered for business, industry and community learners as well as dual credit classes for high school learners.
· Each year, the Health and Wellness Division hosts a Career Day on the Norfolk campus to acquaint high school students with the possibilities of careers in health care with hands-on sessions for learning.
