Grant the Commissioner the authority to Amend Existing Contract with Reading First Consultant Jackson
BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Reading First is a Federal Grant aimed to increase reading achievement in grades K-3 through scientifically based reading research.  Nebraska has contracted with three individuals on a part time, per day basis, for the past four years to fulfill the requirements of the grant.  This year due to illness of one of the consultants and the unavailability of a second one, it has become necessary to increase the number of days on Jeanette Jackson’s contract, as well as her expenses.  Duties that pertain to these requirements include activities such as serving as a trainer for Reading First Institutes, providing follow-up trainings in individual school districts, conducting site visits of subgrantees, classroom and program monitoring, working with individual literacy coaches.  They also provide technical assistance on scientifically based reading programs, diagnosing reading difficulties, and assessing student progress. Ms Jackson was selected because of her extensive background in scientifically based reading research and her rich experience as a staff development provider.  
Regulations require that any amendment over 10% of the original contract amount be approved by the State Board of Education.  The following amounts reflect the necessary changes:
