BACKGROUND INFORMATION
The funding of the 21st CCLC grant projects will increase the number of programs that provide educational and developmental services during non-school hours or periods when school is not in session.  The three goals of this grant program are to:  1) improve student learning performance in one or more core academic areas; 2) increase social benefits and positive behavioral changes; and 3) increase family and community engagement in schools.

In the past seven years of administration of these federal funds, the Nebraska Department of Education has awarded 40 First-Time grants in 27 communities serving 107 school building populations.  In addition to school building populations recommended to receive a First-Time grant, this competition includes recommendations to award Continuation grants to seven quality programs which have successfully implemented 21st CCLC programming for five years.  Continuation grants are calculated at a daily rate approximately 50% of the rate for First-Time grants.  The following list identifies the First-Time and Continuation applicants recommended for the 2010 grants.
