· The statute requires the reporting of NeSA scores and sub scores, and NCLB requires the reporting of proficiency. Does Nebraska want a complete break in the two reports, a totally different approach, or a transition approach?  

· Is there anything we should consider now for future reporting of growth?

· Should Nebraska identify the lowest/highest performing buildings and districts?  If so, how should they be displayed?

· What types of text should be provided on the State of the Schools Report this year in preparation for next year?

e. March – April 2011 – Analyze results of pilot studies for growth model decision making

f. May – August 2011 –  Decision about growth model approaches
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
