PROPOSED BOARD ACTION

Authorize the Commissioner to contract with the University of Nebraska-Lincoln for services of a State Director for Agriculture, Food and Natural Resources Career Field.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION
The Nebraska Department of Education has been unable to hire a State Director for Agriculture, Food and Natural Resources Career Field for the past two years.  In researching a solution to the situation, NDE entered into a discussion with UNL College of Agricultural Sciences and Natural Resources to explore the possibility of a shared time position.
The UNL Agricultural Leadership, Education and Communication Department advertised for an Assistant Professor of Practice in Agricultural Education.  NDE negotiated with UNL to contract for 33% of the time of the ALEC Assistant Professor of Practice to serve as the State Director of Agriculture, Food and Natural Resources Career Field.

The total cost of the contract is $29,324.00 paid from Federal Carl Perkins Career and Technical Education Act funds.
