Approve appointment of members to serve on the HIV Materials Review                                   Panel

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

According to Nebraska’s Cooperative agreement 5U87/DP001260-03 with the Centers for Disease Control (CDC) all educational materials and activities relating to HIV/AIDS which are produced for or distributed to school-based populations with funding from CDC are required to be reviewed by a state appointed Materials Review Panel prior to purchase, development, and distribution.  This includes all written materials, pictorials, audiovisuals, questionnaires, survey instruments, and educational sessions produced or purchased by the state, local school districts or other subgrantees. The Review Panel will consider the appropriateness of messages designed to communicate with various groups consistent with the provisions of Section 2500 (b), (c), and (d) of the Public Health Service Act, 42 U.S.C. Section 300ee(b), (c), and (d), as follows: 
"SEC. 2500. USE OF FUNDS.

(b) CONTENTS OF PROGRAMS. - All programs of education and information receiving funds under this title shall include information about the harmful effects of promiscuous sexual activity and intravenous substance abuse, and the benefits of abstaining from such activities.
(c) LIMITATION. - None of the funds appropriated to carry out this title may be used to provide education or information designed to promote or encourage, directly, homosexual or heterosexual sexual activity or intravenous substance abuse.
(d) CONSTRUCTION. - Subsection (c) may not be construed to restrict the ability of an education program that includes the information required in subsection (b) to provide accurate information about various means to reduce an individual's risk of exposure to, or to transmission of, the etiologic agent for acquired immune deficiency syndrome, provided that any informational materials used are not obscene."
c. Educational sessions should not include activities in which attendees participate in sexually suggestive physical contact or actual sexual practices.
d. Messages provided to young people in schools and in other settings should be guided by the principles contained in "Guidelines for Effective School Health Education to Prevent the Spread of AIDS" (MMWR 1988;37 [suppl. no. S-2]).
The panel is to be comprised of no less than five persons which represent a reasonable cross-section of the general population including a representative of the Nebraska Department of Health and Human Services. The committee will meet at least once per year. Nebraska’s committee has been in place since the beginning of the HIV/AIDS Program.
Estimated Cost
The annual cost: Up to $7,000 - CDC Federal Funds - Costs include committee expenses and materials for review.
