Status Report on Building Restoration Project at the Nebraska Center for the Education of Children who are Blind or Visually Impaired (NCECBVI)

BACKGROUND INFORMATION
The State of Nebraska Task Force for Building Renewal (309 Task Force) recommended a structural analysis and study of settlement of a portion of the first floor of the NCECBVI.  As a result of this analysis/study, the 309 Task Force in cooperation with NDE has initiated a building restoration project to address the structural issues.  The pre-construction activities have been completed including the selection of an architect, Jackson-Jackson & Associates, Inc. (Omaha) and following review of construction bids, awarding the construction contract to the low bidder, Calabretto Building Group (Omaha) for a total cost of $419,436.  The 309 Task Force is responsible for 100% of the cost.  Construction is scheduled to begin this summer and will include floor and structural stabilization of the original 1957 building and replacement of the concealed spine ceiling system and upgrade of the lighting system in the 1962 addition.
A contract will be entered into (co-signed by Breed and Sherman) following review/approval by the 309 Task Force.
