PROPOSED BOARD ACTION

Authorize the Commissioner to approve the FY2010 National School Lunch Program (NSLP) Equipment Grants for School Food Authorities.
BACKGROUND INFORMATION
In accordance with Section 7(a)(2) of the Child Nutrition Act of 1966 (42 U.S.C.  1776(a)(2)), on October 1, 2009, the Secretary of the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) received a one-time appropriation of $25,000,000 for equipment assistance to eligible school food authorities (SFA) participating in the National School Lunch Program (NSLP).  This one-time appropriation will be used for the purchase of equipment for schools under the jurisdiction of such authorities.  Nebraska’s allocation is $132,228. Priority will be given to SFAs for equipment for school buildings in which 50 percent or more of the enrolled students are eligible for free or reduced priced meals.
