PROPOSED BOARD ACTION

Authorize the Commissioner to extend (purchase) the PK-12 Uniq-ID® system to include students in Nebraska’s public postsecondary institutions through an expansion of the current license with eScholar, Inc.
BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Nebraska has an ongoing license and support agreement with eScholar for assigning a 10-digit unique identifier number (NDE Student ID) to all PK-12 students.  This action would expand that system to include students attending public postsecondary institutions including community colleges.  Expanding the Uniq-ID® to postsecondary students is the initial step in meeting the data elements of a longitudinal data system required under the assurances of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) State Fiscal Stabilization Funds (SFSF). 
Estimated Cost
$130,000 
This includes the license and support agreement for one year and would be funded through the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act administration funds and Partnerships for Innovation.
