PROPOSED BOARD ACTION

Grant the Commissioner the authority to contract with the UNL Public Policy Center to conduct a public perception survey concerning career technical education, career academies, and college and career readiness.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION
As a part of statewide leadership activities defined in the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006, the Nebraska Department of Education is required to conduct an evaluation of career and technical education.  NDE’s evaluation plan includes conducting a perceptions survey concerning the current status of career and technical education.  An educator’s perception survey was conducted with the UNL Public Policy Center last fall.  The contract builds on results of the educator’s perception survey.  The UNL Public Policy Center will conduct a general public career and technical education perception survey and ultimately combine the results of the surveys into recommendations that inform program improvement, support student achievement, and establish baseline information that allow NDE staff to provide leadership for career and technical education in the state.
Estimated Cost
The contract is for not more than $41,623.00 paid for with Federal funds from the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education of 2006.
