PROPOSED BOARD ACTION

Authorize the Commissioner to approve a Hearing Draft of Rule 10 (Regulations and Procedures for the Accreditation of Schools) and to set a hearing date and time and appoint a Hearing Official.
BACKGROUND INFORMATION
The attached proposed revisions to Rule 10 contain revisions to Section 007.04B and 007.05D.  These sections allow school systems to place certificated teachers without appropriate endorsements in library media specialist or school guidance counselor positions if the staff member acquires at least six credit hours each year toward the appropriate endorsement.  The current Rule 10 contains language that will cause these provisions to sunset September 1, 2010.

Input from previous Rule 10 hearing testimony, State Accreditation Committee review, individual e-mails and letters, and review of Nebraska Staff and Student Reporting System (NSSRS) data indicates school systems across the state are using these provisions effectively.  The proposed revisions to Rule 10 will remove the sunset dates and permit school systems to continue to move existing certified staff toward appropriate endorsements.  These proposed revisions are attached.

Proposed Revisions to Rule 10
(Regulations and Procedures for the Accreditation of Schools)

007.04B  Until September 1, 2010, a A school system may assign a person holding a Nebraska Teaching Certificate with no endorsement appropriate for library science or educational media specialist to fulfill the requirements for Sections 007.04A, 007.04A1, and 007.04A2 if such person acquires at least six credit hours each year toward an appropriate endorsement pursuant to 92 NAC 24.  Persons employed by a Nebraska school prior to July 1, 1989, to provide library media services and who hold a Nebraska Special Services Certificate with an endorsement appropriate for library media services may fulfill the requirements of these regulations.

007.05D  Until September 1, 2010, a A person holding a Nebraska Teaching Certificate with no endorsement appropriate for guidance and counseling may be assigned to fulfill the requirements of Sections 007.05A and 007.05B if such person acquires at least six credit hours each year toward an endorsement appropriate for guidance and counseling pursuant to 92 NAC 24.  Persons employed by a Nebraska school prior to July 1, 1989, to provide guidance and counseling services and who hold a Nebraska Special Services Certificate with an endorsement appropriate for guidance and counseling services may fulfill the requirements of this regulation.
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
