PROPOSED BOARD ACTION

Grant the Commissioner the authority to continue contracting with the Nebraska Department of Administrative Services, Office of the Chief Information Officer for computer programming services.
BACKGROUND INFORMATION

NDE faces the prospect of significantly expanding our state level data systems to support new initiatives such as The assurances required under the ARRA State Fiscal Stabilization Funding  We do not have the resources to meet the demands to implement these new initiatives.  

The State of Nebraska, Department of Administrative Services, Office of the Chief Information Officer (OCIO) procures computer programming services (and contractors) that are made available to all state agencies.  While the central contracting service is more expensive than hiring permanent employees, it significantly reduces the amount of time required to procure computer programming services.  In addition, this service works well for short term projects because NDE only pays for the services we need.  For the past three years, NDE has contracted with the OCIO for computer programming services.  This contract will be for one year and will be paid for by the NDE program using the service.
