PROPOSED BOARD ACTION

Grant the Commissioner authority to continue to contract for the services of Student Achievement Coordinator.
BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Nebraska Statute 79-11,150 provides for a statewide student achievement coordinator. The statute states that the coordinator shall evaluate and coordinate existing resources for effective programs for students in poverty, limited English proficient students, and highly mobile students across the state and develop a plan to improve the educational attainment of students in the three subgroups identified earlier.  The coordinator is also required to issue reports that provide information regarding the achievement of students in the three subgroups for the state, the learning community, and school districts.  At the May 2008 State Board of Education meeting, approval was granted for the services of Richard Schoonover for the student achievement coordinator.  This proposed contract will continue these services.  At a future State Board of Education meeting, a progress report will be made.  
Estimated Cost
The estimated cost of the contract is approximately $104,000, which includes applicable benefits.
