The Petition alleges certain acts of conduct by the Respondent in violation of
Neb. Rev. Stat. Section 79-866(2) (Reissue 2003); Title 92, Nebraska Administrative Code,
Chapter 27, Section 004.02G (effective date: November 12, 2003) and Section 004.04E (same
effective date).

On November 21, 2009, the Petition, Notice of Right to Submit an Answer, and a copy of
Title 95, Nebraska Administrative Code, Chapter 1 (effective date: October 30, 1993), was
served upon Respondent by certified U. S. Mail. The Respondent has failed to file an Answer to
the Petition. On December 15, 2009, the Petitioner filed a Motion for Default Judgment. Also
on December 15, 2009, Kathi Vontz, Clerk of the Commission filed a Request for Support
Information. On December 17, 2009, Petitioner, through his General Counsel filed the requested
Support Information with the Commission.

2. On July 14, 2009, the Colorado Board of Education revoked the Respondent’s
Professional Teacher License No. 331361 after the Respondent pled guilty on May 30, 2007, in
the Eagle County District Court, Colorado to one count of Possession of a Schedule I Controlled
Substance, a Class 6 Felony. The Respondent was sentenced to a four-ycar deferred judgment
and placed on probation for two years.

[II. CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The Commission has jurisdiction in this case and all proceedings have been in
accordance with applicable Constitutional, Statutory, and Regulatory Requirements.

2. The Petitioner has proven by a preponderance of the evidence that the Respondent
committed an immoral act and an act of moral turpitude in violation of Neb. Rev. Stat. Section
79-866(2) (Reissue 2003); and Title 92, Nebraska Administrative Code, Chapter 27, Section
004.02G (effective date: November 12, 2003) which states, “the educator: Shall not have had
revoked for cause in another state a teaching certificate, administrative certificate, or any
certificate enabling a person to engage in any of the activities for which a special services
counseling certificate is issued in Nebraska”; and Section 004.04E (same effective date) which
states, “the educator: Shall not commit any act of moral turpitude or any felony under the laws
of the United States or any state or territory, and shall not have a misdemeanor conviction
involving abuse, neglect, or sexual misconduct as defined in Sections 003.12 through 003.14 of
92 NAC 21
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Therefore, the Commission respectfully recommends to the State Board of Education that
the Respondent’s Nebraska public schools standard special services certificate, number XXX-
XX-0662, endorsed in Elementary Education K-6, with an expiration date of August 31, 2011, be
revoked for a period five years from and after final action herein by the State Board of
Education, and that prior to reapplying for a teaching certificate in Nebraska, the Respondent
shall comply with the terms and conditions of the sentence imposed in the District Court of Eagle
County, Colorado.

MR. HALSTEAD: Brian Halstead, 301 Centennial Mall
South, S$Sixth Floor, Lincoln, Nebraska 68509, on behalf of
the Commissioner of Education.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Kathi, I have one question.
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Inside Exhibit 1, there's an envelope addressed to Mr.
Brannon with nothing in it. Is that --

MS. VONTZ: No, that's nothing.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Okay, I'll just -- I'1l1 take
it out.

Mr. Halstead, do you have any opening statements
that you wish to make?

MR. HALSTEAD: 1I'd waive an opening, Your Honor.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Do you have any exhibits
that you -- any additional exhibits?

MR. HALSTEAD: I have no additional exhibits or
evidence, Your Honor.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Thank you. Do you have a
closing that you wish to make?

MR. HALSTEAD: I would make a short closing
statement.

THE HEARING OFFICER: You may.

MR. HALSTEAD: ILadies and gentlemen of the
Commission, as you can see from Exhibit No. 1, the
respondent holds a Nebraska certificate. He also was
teaching in the state of Colorado when he got arrested for
driving his motor vehicle on the roadways there while under
the influence and also in the possession of a controlled
substance, mushrooms, which is a Class 6 felony under

Colorado law. He was found guilty of the Class 6 felony and
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been sentenced by the criminal courts in Colorado and the
state of Colorado has revoked his certificate for his
misconduct under the Code of Ethics for the State of
Colorado.

We certainly believe that his certificate here in
the State of Nebraska should also be revoked. He has
violated the standard that says you shall not have revoked
for cause a certificate in another state. He had done that.
And also a felony offense, which he's also done.

We would certainly suggest to you that any
revocation period or before he applies for reinstatement, he
demonstrates that he's satisfied all terms and conditions of
the criminal court sentence and that, in fact, he's gotten
his Colorado teaching certificate reinstated by the State of
Colorado before coming back here to Nebraska and asking for
reinstatement here.

I would note for the record that a Class 6 felony
in Colorado, a minimum one year imprisonment, a maximum 18
months imprisonment, and one year mandatory for parole, and
there are fines that go along with it. Nebraska doesn't
have a Class 6 felony. Our lowest grade felony is a Class
4, which you can be sentenced up to five years in prison, so
I thought you might want to know what a Class 6 felony is in
Colorado.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Any questions of Mr.
Halstead on my left?

(No response.)

Any on my right?

COMMISSIONER LEHMAN: Before we've always sald we
wondered what happened when we revoked a certificate but
someone's teaching in another state. So, this time, we have
the opposite happening. Does Nebraska regularly monitor
that kind of thing or was this a fluke that we caught it?

MR. HALSTEAD: Well, no, actually, Nebraska
participates with all of the states and the territories on
sharing disciplinary action. And Mr. Brannon's case shows
to you exactly how that system can work. In a few moments,
when we get to Mr. Brown's case, you'll find out how the
system didn't work. But in that regard, we do share it.
If, in fact, this body would revoke Mr. Brannon's
certificate, we will report that to the National
Clearinghouse and that will be shared with all of the other
stales and the territories. So, it is a way in which we're
able to know what's going on elsewhere. It's also a
question on our application form that we ask applicants to
answer truthfully, and we'll get to that in Mr. Brown's case
also.

COMMISSIONER LEHMAN: Thank you.
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THE HEARING OFFICER: Any other questions of Mr.
Halstead?

COMMISSIONER KUPPER: Do you have a recommendation
for the length of revocation as you usually give to us?

MR. HALSTEAD: Again, the Commissioner usually
believes felonies warrant a five-year revocation of the
certificate, so I would start at that at being the minimum,
but probably more importantly from our perspective is, if he
wants another Nebraska teaching certificate, he needs to get
himself reinstated in Colorado and satisfy the terms and
conditions of the Colorado court before he considers coming
back to Nebraska for a certificate. But we would start with
the minimum five-year revocation and then those two other
things as possibly needing to be demonstrated before he's
reinstated.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Any other questions?

(No response.)

If not, the chair will proceed to close this
hearing.

CHAIRPERSON MAHER: The hearing committee will now
adjourn and will consider the evidence. The hearing
committee's decision will be reduced to writing. A copy of
the hearing committee's findings, conclusions, and decision
will be furnished to the parties. If the decision includes

a recommendation to suspend or revoke the respondent's
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certificate, the findings, conclusions, and recommendation
will be presented to the State Board of Education.

Professional Teacher License No. 331361 after the Respondent pled guilty on May 30,
2007, in the Eagle County District Court, Colorado, to one count of Possession of a
Schedule I Controlled Substance, a Class 6 Felony. The Respondent was sentenced to a
four-year deferred judgment and placed on probation for two years; and

5. Based upon the factual allegations contained in paragraph 4 of the Petition, the
Respondent violated the following statute and standards: Neb. Rev. Stat. § 79-866(2)
(Reissue 2003) which states, “The board may, for just cause, revoke or suspend any
teacher’s or administrator’s certificate. Violations of the standards established pursuant
to this section, commission of an immoral act, or conviction of a felony under the laws of
this state shall constitute just cause for the revocation or suspension of a teacher’s or

act of moral turpitude or any felony under the laws of the United States or any state or
territory, and shall not have a misdemeanor conviction involving abuse, neglect, or sexual
misconduct as defined in Sections 003.12 through 003.14 of 92 NAC 21”.

WHEREFORE, the Petitioner requests that the Professional Practices Commission hold
hearings and make recommendations to the State Board of Education as is warranted, regarding
the certificate(s) of the Respondent.
