PROPOSED BOARD ACTION

Authorize the Commissioner to amend the contract with the University of Nebraska-Lincoln for services of a State Director for Agriculture, Food and Natural Resources Career Field.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION
In July of 2010, the Nebraska Department of Education entered into an agreement with the University of Nebraska Agricultural Leadership, Education and Communication Department to contract for 33% of the time of the Assistant Professor of Practice in Agricultural Education to serve as the NDE State Director of Agriculture, Food and Natural Resources.

The original contract did not include monies for expenses.  At times, the director represents both UNL and NDE while traveling and attending meetings, etc. It is more efficient for the director to submit expenses to only one entity for reimbursement. These dollars will be used to provide expense reimbursement to the director while on NDE approved travel. The University will summit to NDE a detailed invoice of these expenses on a quarterly basis.      

Estimated Cost
The total cost of the contract is now $37,244.00 ($7900.00 for expenses) paid from Federal Carl Perkins Career and Technical Education Act funds.
