BACKGROUND INFORMATION
The 21st Century Community Learning Center program applied to NASA for a four month capacity building grant with a focus on STEM for middle school students in Nebraska after-school programs.  During the next four months, we plan to 1) identify resources for STEM education for middle school students 2) build a matrix of the resources aligned o the in-school STEM subject standards for middle school 3) identify gaps in STEM content and exposure to STEM careers in out-of-school STEM learning opportunities, 4) identify and plan to implement strategies for program improvement to successfully engage students in STEM education in out-of-school 5) infuse NASA education programs to enhance STEM education in out-of-school programs and 7) produce a report containing a long term strategic plan to implement and enhance a program model for after–school STEM education.
