BACKGROUND INFORMATION
The director of the Assistive Technology Partnership (ATP) is recommending the State Board of Education approve the new appointment of Jim Linderholm to the Nebraska Assistive Technology Partnership Advisory Council.

The appointment of Jim Linderholm will meet this federal requirement.
