It is with pleasure that we bring you the SEAC Annual Report for 2009-10.  Within this report we have included information about the purpose and mission of SEAC, as well as excerpts from the IDEA regulations giving the authority for our state to appoint the Special Education Advisory Council.  The regulations clearly specify who the membership of SEAC must represent, and the  State has specified that the membership must also represent all of the Nebraska State Board of Education districts.  This has provided a broad representation of parents and professionals, speaking for all children with disabilities receiving quality education in Nebraska.

SEAC Priorities had been established for 2008 through 2010.  These priorities are included in this report.  In addition to the SEAC Priorities, the Council has had the responsibility to guide the Nebraska Department of Education in the establishment of the District Determinations that will determine the expectations for compliance with IDEA.  SEAC has also provided considerable input to NDE and the State Board of Education regarding the state’s monitoring process (Improving Learning for Children with Disabilities), the State Performance Plan and the Annual Performance Report.  

As 2009-10 SEAC Chair, and on behalf of the full Council, I want to thank Gary Sherman, Administrator of the NDE Special Education Office and his staff for providing the information for SEAC to understand the issues and fulfill our advisory responsibilities.  Through the support of Dr. Roger Breed, Commissioner of Education, SEAC has been given a voice regarding the issues significantly affecting the education of children with disabilities in Nebraska.  I have learned much during my term on SEAC and am confident that SEAC will continue to provide expert guidance to NDE and the State Board in the coming years.

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What is SEAC?
Special Education Advisory Council (SEAC)

The Special Education Advisory Council (SEAC) is an advisory panel established to provide policy guidance with respect to special education and related services for children with disabilities. The responsibilities of SEAC include becoming knowledgeable about research-based educational practices and reviewing Nebraska Department of Education, Office of Special Education activities designed to improve outcomes for children with disabilities.

Members are selected for a term of four years, and seek information from the perspectives of their constituency groups.  Members represent parents and a broad array of professional expertise.  SEAC serves in an advisory capacity to the NDE Office of Special Education and to the Nebraska State Board of Education.  
The responsibility of the Council members is to advise, (i.e. inform, counsel, recommend, suggest or guide) the Department of Education, not to advocate for individual issues. Recommendations are made by SEAC for the consideration and possible action by the NDE Office of Special Education and the State Board.

Sec. 1412(21)(D)

(D) The state advisory panel shall –

(i) Advise the state education agency of unmet needs within the state in the education of children with disabilities;

(ii) comment publicly on the state plan and rules or regulations proposed for issuance by the state regarding the education of children with disabilities;

(iii) advise the State educational agency in developing evaluations and reporting on data to the Secretary under section 618;

(iv) advise the State educational agency in developing corrective action plans to address findings identified in Federal monitoring reports under this part; and

(v) advise the State educational agency in developing and implementing policies relating to the coordination of services for children with disabilities.

(Excerpts from the federal Individuals with Disabilities Education Act – IDEA)   Sec. 1412(21)(B)
(B) Membership – Such advisory panel shall consist of members appointed by the Governor, or any other official authorized under State law to make such appointments, be representative of the State population, and be composed of individuals involved in, or concerned with, the education of children with disabilities, including—

(i) parents of children with disabilities (ages birth through 26); or Individuals with disabilities;

(ii) teachers;

(iii) representatives of institutions of higher education that prepare special education and related services personnel;

(iv) State and local educational officials who carry out activities under Homeless Assistance Act;

(v) administration of programs for children with disabilities;

(vi) representatives of other State agencies involved in the financing or delivery of related services to children with disabilities;

(vii) representatives of private schools and public charter schools;

(viii) not less than one representative of a vocational, community, or business organization concerned with the provision of transition services to children with disabilities; and

(ix) a representative from the State child welfare agency responsible for foster care;  and

(x) representatives from the State juvenile and adult corrections agencies. Special Rule – a majority of the members of the panel shall be individuals with disabilities or parents of children with disabilities.

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Summary of Council Activities
The Special Education Advisory Council held four scheduled meetings during the 2009-2010 school year: September 24, November 19, January 21 and April 15.  SEAC reviewed the progress of the following committees and activities: 

· Comprehensive System of Personnel Development (CSPD)
·  Deaf/Blind Committee, the Transition Advisory Committee
·  Autism Spectrum Disorders Committee 
· Out of Home Placement Committee 
· Regional Programs for Children Who Are Deaf or Hard of Hearing

· Due process case reports, Nebraska legislation, revision of Rule 51, assessment, disproportionality 
· Annual Performance Report/ State Performance Plan

In September, the Council studied the proposed revisions to 92 NAC 51, and voted to extend written SEAC support for the revisions, as well as to have a member of the Executive Committee (Glenda Davis) provide such support in oral testimony at the public hearing for Rule 51.  (The Council was informed that NDE will be working with University of Nebraska-Lincoln to write sample policies and procedures for seclusion and restraint techniques, including the training of school district staff in these procedures.  (The Council was informed of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funding that the state received, and how those funds have been distributed. (NDE staff provided a comprehensive overview of the State Performance Plan, with explanation of the responsibility of SEAC to review and support the state’s SPP.  

During the November meeting the Council was provided with an explanation of the four key components of Nebraska’s special education regulatory structure, and how those components relate to one another.  An interactive training experience was led by NDE Special Education Office staff who helped Council members better understand and differentiate among:  1) the ILCD (monitoring) process [Improved Learning for Children with Disabilities]; 2) the State Performance Plan; 3) the Annual Performance Report; and 4) District Determinations.  The knowledge of, and support for, Nebraska’s structure of these four components continues to be a major focus for SEAC.  ( Also at this meeting, Council members received information regarding an updated edition of the IEP Technical Assistance Document.

A major focus of January’s meeting was District Determinations.  NDE Special Education Office staff provided a detailed description of what District Determinations represent, in that they set the boundaries for acceptable performance of school districts regarding IDEA and state regulatory requirements.  After considerable discussion and interaction, the Council recommended to NDE specific percentage spreads to determine when a school district “meets requirements”, “needs assistance”, “needs intervention” or “needs substantial intervention”.  The results of the District Determinations become part of Nebraska’s reporting requirements to the U.S. Department of Education.  ( State legislation discussions focused on two pieces of legislation affecting children who are deaf and hard of hearing and children who are blind and visually impaired.  Action was taken by the Council to inform the State Board that they opposed both legislative endeavors.  

The final meeting of the year of the year in April provided an opportunity for an interactive presentation regarding Part C Determinations for children Birth to Three.  Just as with District Determinations, SEAC is responsible for being knowledgeable about and providing recommendations regarding these measurements of the success of the Part C programs.  ( Information was presented regarding children in out-of-home placements.  (Project SEARCH, a joint effort between Vocational Rehabilitation, Grand Island schools and the G.I. medical community demonstrated how agencies can effectively work collaboratively.
SEAC Committees

Advisory Committee for Deaf-Blindness

The Advisory Committee for Deaf-Blindness has been a requirement of the Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP) federal grants for many years.  The purpose of this committee is to provide input and guidance on grant activities and evaluation.  In previous grant years, specific representatives were required as part of the application process; however, as of the 2008 federal grant application, those specific requirements are no longer part of the grant application. The Advisory Committee for Deaf-Blindness, as well as the Technical Assistance Team meets a minimum of two to three times per year and offer input and support to all grant activities. The Advisory Committee for Deaf-Blindness was written into the federal grant proposal and was approved covering 2008-2013 (5 year grant).

        Out-of-Home Placements
The Ad Hoc Committee on the Education of Children and Youth In Out-of-Home Placements is a multi-disciplinary group.  The Ad Hoc Committee’s stated mission is “to provide guidance and direction to the policymakers and stakeholders of Nebraska in the development and implementation of educational opportunities for children and youth in out-of-home placements”.  This group serves as a venue for communication, coordination and collaboration among the primary systems involved in the education of students in out-of-home placements.   

Nebraska currently has 25 Interim-Program Schools operating in juvenile detention facilities, emergency shelters, institutions and other residential programs that provide 24-hour custodial care for children and youth under 19 years of age.   Their stated purpose is to provide continuity of instruction for students who are in out-of-home placements and cannot attend public school for reasons of health or safety.  

In addition, there are five Special Purpose Schools accredited by the Nebraska Department of Education through Rule 10.  These include Kearney West High School, Geneva North School, Nebraska Correctional Youth Facility (NCYF) Community High School, Pine Ridge Job Corps, and the University of Nebraska-Lincoln’s Independent Study High School.

Response to Intervention Committee (RtI)
Response to Intervention is a system of service delivery designed to provide effective instruction for all students using a comprehensive and preventive problem solving approach.  It employs a tiered method of instructional delivery, in which the core curriculum addresses and meets the needs of most students (Tier 1).  Additional instruction is provided for those needing supplementary support (Tier 2), and intensive and individualized services are provided for the students who continue to demonstrate more intensive needs (Tier 3).  At its foundation, RtI includes measuring the performance of all students, and basing educational decisions regarding curriculum, instruction, and intervention intensity on student response to instruction.  The Nebraska Department of Education and the University of Nebraska, working collaboratively, have established the RtI Consortium.  The role of the RtI Consortium is to provide professional development and technical assistance to Nebraska schools in implementing Response to Intervention with fidelity.  The RtI Consortium works with Nebraska school districts and educational service units in this endeavor.
