NEBRASKA SCHOOL BULLYING AWARENESS WEEK
Whereas, the Nebraska Department of Education has offered and worked with school districts on character education, including courtesy, obedience to the law, and respect for parents for over 80 years;

Whereas, the State Board of Education first adopted an Anti-bullying Policy in February 2003 with the belief that Nebraska schools should provide physically safe and emotionally secure environments for all students and staff, and that local school policies should assist school personnel in identifying bullying, intimidation, and harassment, and provide a framework for an appropriate response that reinforces and encourages positive conduct.  

Whereas, the Legislature has required school districts to adopt a policy concerning bullying prevention and education for all students; and 

Whereas, the Legislature adopted Legislative Resolution 563 declaring the week of October 3 through October 10, 2010, as Nebraska School Bullying Awareness Week.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

1. That  the Nebraska State Board of Education supports the designation of the week of October 3, 2010, as Nebraska School Bullying Awareness week; and 

2. That parents, students, and educators continue in the work of respect for others, courtesy to all, and emphasis on creating physically safe and emotionally secure environments for all students and staff.

LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 563

Introduced by Howard, 9.

WHEREAS, an estimated 3.2 million individuals are victims
of bullying annually; and

WHEREAS, bullying is the most common form of violence;
and

WHEREAS, fifty-six percent of students nationally have
witnessed some type of bullying at school; and

WHEREAS, bullying causes deep psychological pain, and
children who are bullied often experience low self-esteem,
depression, physical problems, more frequent school absences, poor
academic achievement, and increased school dropout rates; and

WHEREAS, schoocl-wide commitment to stop bullying can
reduce bullying by more than fifty percent; and

WHEREAS, it takes a community to prevent bullying of
children; and

WHEREAS, National Bullying Prevention Awareness Week
encourages communities nationwide to work together to increase
awareness of the prevalence and impact of bullying on all children.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE
HUNDRED FIRST LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the week of October 3 through October 10, 2010,

be designated as Nebraska School Bullying Awareness Week, with
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the intention that the issue of bullying and its prevention be

discussed in Nebraska during that time.
