BACKGROUND INFORMATION
The budget modification is a process used by the Governor and the Legislature to identify possible reductions to each agency’s budget request in the event that adequate State General Funds are not available to fully fund the budget requests. The base year appropriation (FY11) is calculated at 90% to determine the amount of the modification required for both Flow-through Aid and Operations budget categories. The Agency then identifies and prioritizes the budget items and amounts totaling the agency budget modification amount. The priorities indicate the sequence the items would be added back if State General Funds were available above the base level. If approved, the modifications will be submitted with the Department’s budget request to the Governor’s Budget Division on or before September 15, 2010 as required by State statute.
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
