Approve the educator preparation programs in Nebraska colleges and universities for the 2010-11 school year.

PROPOSED BOARD ACTION

It is recommended that the State Board of Education approve the educator preparation programs listed on the attached chart.
BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Nebraska statute 79-318(5)(g) requires the State Board of Education to approve teacher education programs conducted in Nebraska postsecondary educational institutions designed for the purpose of certificating teachers, administrators, and special services providers.

Each Nebraska educator preparation institution is required to submit an annual request for approval of its programs which will be offered the following academic year.  As documentation for each of these programs, a matrix identifying the courses required to meet the requirements of each program is also filed with the Educator Preparation Program Approval Section.  These program requests are reviewed for compliance with Chapter 20, Regulations for the Approval of Teacher Education Programs, and Chapter 24, Regulations for Certificate Endorsements.  In addition, NDE (in conjunction with the Nebraska Council on Teacher Education and national accrediting bodies as applicable) conducts a comprehensive folio and onsite review on a periodic basis.  
A request for approval of educator preparation programs in Nebraska is submitted annually to the State Board of Education.  Approval of these programs is immediate, upon approval by the State Board of Education.
