PROPOSED BOARD ACTION

Informational Item:  To inform the Board about the Effective Educator 2020 Summit, June 7-8, 2011.
BACKGROUND INFORMATION
During the National Policy on Family Engagement and Community Engagement meeting in late 2010 the possibility of holding a statewide education summit was discussed by several Nebraska participants including:  Board Member Rebecca Valdez, Commissioner Breed, NSEA representatives, and Lisa St. Clair (Nebraska Parental Information Resource Center (PIRC) Director).  Subsequent discussions have resulted in the identification of available funding through the PIRC grant, other federal grant funds, and private sources to support an Effective Educator 2020 Summit (EE2020).

The Summit is intended to be complementary to the Educator Effectiveness System initiative which is moving forward with developing professional educator standards.  The objective of the EE2020 Summit is to engage education stakeholders in developing a vision and framework for a roadmap that addresses the challenges and opportunities for preparing and supporting highly effective educators (including teachers, building leaders, and other education personnel) who are well-equipped to address the evolving needs of students and schools.  The intent is that the outcomes of this summit will guide future policy, funding, and system development in areas such as candidate selection, educator certification/recertification, and professional development across the continuum of professional practice.
The five essential supports for school improvement identified in Organizing Schools for Improvement:  Lessons from Chicago (by Bryk, Sebring, Allensworth, Luppescu, and Eston; 2010) will be used to guide the facilitated discussion:
· building leadership (as the driver for other improvements)
· encouraging family/community engagement
· developing professional capacity of faculty and staff

· creating a student-centered learning climate, and

· using a student learning monitoring system.       
Estimated Cost
Approximately $45,000 from federal grant and private sources.
