approved training, including an internship. They are sometimes the first on the scene; they 
sometimes arrive in 
response to a call from first responders. The EMT-B is the minimum 
level of certification for ambulance personnel.  They are certified to provide basic life 
support, the use of oral and nasal airways, applying a cervical spine immobilization collar, 
use of an automatic external defibrillator, assisting a client in taking their own medications 
(such as nitroglycerine, Epi-pen, or inhaler) and immobilization of injuries to arms and 
legs.

The paramedic uses all local communication tools to 
coordinate services, and has a thorough understanding of policies and procedures.

They can assign care priorities, and develop an action plan.  They possess strong 
leadership and decision-making skills.
