Nebraska Department of Education HIV/AIDS Cadre Team 
Under a cooperative agreement with the Centers for Disease Control the Nebraska Department of Education agreed to develop and maintain a HIV/AIDS Cadre Team.  Team members are persons who are likely to be comfortable with sensitive issues in a school setting, able to instruct other adults in an effective manner, able and willing to be away from daily duties on occasion, experienced health educators, and knowledgeable in health-related topics.
Cadre Team members are to schedule and conduct annual trainings in their regional areas for local school district personnel.  It is the responsibility of the Cadre Team members to provide accurate and appropriate information to teachers and to provide them with the tools they need to be effective HIV/AIDS educators.  This will require a commitment from Team members to continually update and expand their own knowledge base.  Team members may do this be attending AIDS-related conferences, reading current literature on AIDS, and taking advantage of all local resources, as well as those at the state and federal levels.
