The 20-county Northeast area encompasses one major campus in Norfolk, three extended campuses, two regional offices and over 60 educational sites.  Prior to leading Northeast, Chipps served as Area President for Mid-Plains Community College in Nebraska from 2003-2012.  Previous to these two presidencies, he served as vice-president and chief executive officer of North Platte Community College in Nebraska and for 23 years held multiple instructional, student affairs, and administrative positions at Central Community College in Nebraska.  Chipps holds a Doctorate of Philosophy Degree from the University of Nebraska at Lincoln in Educational Administration, Curriculum and Instruction with a Specialization in Management of Colleges and Universities. 
Chipps has also served for a number of years on regional, national and international boards. In 2010, he was elected to the AAAC Board of Directors and served on the organization’s Executive Committee.  In 2011, Chipps was elected to serve on the Board of Trustees for the Higher Learning Commission and has served several years on the HLC Executive Committee. The Higher Learning Commission serves as the major accreditation organization for over 1,000 colleges and universities. In 2012, Chipps was elected to the Board of Directors as the American representative for the World Federation of Colleges and Polytechnics based in Ontario, Canada, and continues to serve the global higher education community of more than 100 countries.  In 2015, he was appointed to serve on the Board of Directors of the Nebraska Advanced Manufacturing Coalition. In addition, Chipps was appointed to serve on the Board of Directors for the Post-Secondary International Network and on the Phi Theta Kappa International Academic Honor Society’s President’s Advisory Council in 2015.
