USDE has provided information that states can implement a substitute system for districts to report 
Time and Effort for any staff being paid with federal funds.  NDE is working on details, but will not 
implement any changes until the 2013-14 school year.  Districts should continue using Time and Effort 
logs or semi-annual certification as in the past.  The following information can be found on the NCLB 
Monitoring Guide Checklist. 
 
All personnel paid from one or more than one federal fund must maintain a time and effort log.  
 (a). Monthly verifications required if paid from multiple cost objectives.  An employee is considered to work on 
multiple cost objectives, if they work on: 

 More than one federal award; 
 A federal award and a non-federal award; 
 An indirect cost activity and a direct cost activity; 
 Two or more indirect cost activities which are allocated using different allocation bases; or 
 An unallowable activity and a direct or indirect cost activity 
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Must be an after-the-fact record that reflects the actual activity of the employee.  Must account for the total 
activity for which the employee is compensated.  Must be prepared monthly and signed by employee and building 
principal, HR representative or superintendent.  
(b). If an employee works solely on a single federal award or cost objective, the activity must be supported with 
semi-annual certification.  Certification must be signed by employee and building principal, HR representative. or 
superintendent.

 Supporting documentation needs to be supplied for journal entries and credit card procurement 
charges 

 When making payments to individuals, be specific as to what the payment is for 

 For parent activities, be specific as to what was purchased and who participated in the activity 

 Whenever computers are purchased with Title I Funds, they must be listed on the consolidated 
application on the Capital Outlay/Equipment – Operational Equipment page. Computer 
purchases cannot be approved if they are not listed. This includes electronic items such as ipads, 
ipods, Kindles, or anything considered small and attractive.  

 Service Provider tab must be completed for all non-school district service providers for IDEA 
grants.

Section 79-202(8) provides that the Commissioner of Education shall prescribe the required form for 
withdrawals pursuant to Section 79-202 and can determine whether the forms shall be submitted to 
NDE or whether data will be collected from school districts at the end of the 2011-12 school year.   
 
The Nebraska Withdrawal from Attendance Form can be found in the NDE Portal under the Forms tab 
along with the Instructions for Completion of the Form, and can be accessed at the following link:

Withdrawal from attendance under Section 79-202 shall be valid only if the person making the request 
signs the prescribed form, the child signs the prescribed form if the reason is required employment to 
support the child’s family, and the Superintendent or designee signs the prescribed form acknowledging 
that all of the requirements of Section 79-202 have been met.  Please complete this form on-line as the 
instructions indicate instead of filling in the blanks with handwritten text.

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The Teacher Vacancy Survey is an annual collection from all Nebraska public school districts for the 
purpose of gathering data relating to teacher supply.  The information collected from survey responses 
is essential in determining official teacher shortage areas for the state.  Teachers employed to teach in a 
content area that has been designated as an official teacher shortage area may be eligible for a number 
of state and federal teacher loan forgiveness opportunities.  The Teacher Vacancy Survey opens October 
15 and is due November 15.  The survey can be found in the Portal under the Consolidated Data 
Collection.

The CRDC is now open for district submissions and will close December 7th, 2012.  Your district’s 
participation in CRDC is very important. Every school district and all of the nation’s public schools are 
participating in the 2011-12 CRDC.  This includes all state-operated schools and educational programs at 
juvenile justice facilities. The U.S. Department of Education has been sending CRDC communications to 
your districts to contacts you designated this spring.  As of October 15, only 84 out of 274 Nebraska 
districts had started.  Of the 84 that had started, 13 of the districts have certified (Thank You!). 
  
The CRDC is conducted by the Office for Civil Rights of the Department of Education. The CRDC collects 
data on key education and civil rights issues in our nation's public schools, including student enrollment 
and educational programs and services, disaggregated by race/ethnicity, sex, limited English proficiency 
and disability. First collected in 1968, it is a valuable source of information about access to educational 
opportunities in public schools that is used by OCR and federal educational offices, as well as parents, 
policymakers, researchers and many others in the education community. Providing information to the 
CRDC is mandatory under federal law.
