(NSSRS) may do so during the “2010-2011 Correction” window, which will be open August 1 — 12. If data
is submitted during this window, the district administrator must approve this collection within NSSRS
Data Manager after all corrections have been submitted. Corrections may be submitted to any of the
following NSSRS templates using NSSRS Data Manager Collection = “2010-11 Correction”:

e Student

e Student Grades (Including courses completed during summer 2011)

e Student Summary Attendance

e School Enroliment (2010-2011 Completers, including summer 2011 completers)
e Year-end Special Education Snapshot (Snapshot Date = ‘2011-06-30")

e Assessment Fact (for National Assessment Instrument student results, Reading and Math)
e Assessment Response (for STARS Science student performance)

e Title | Programs (Including students served by Title | during summer 2011)

e Programs Fact: Career Education

e Programs Fact: Early Childhood

e Programs Fact: Homeless

e Programs Fact: Interim

e Post School Survey (School Year = 2010-06-30")

NOTE: If no corrections are necessary, districts do not need to submit anything and the district
administrator does not need to approve the NSSRS “2010-2011 Correction” window.

Reminders:

ARRA

All ARRA funds end as of September 30, 2011 with the one exception of the Section 1003(g) School

Improvement Grants (SIG) that have a approved waiver for an additional year. This means ARRA funds

must be obligated by September 30, 2011. Funds that were obligated by September 30 may be claimed

until November 15, 2011. This includes IDEA, Title I, Technology, and McKinney-Vento. Failure to meet

these timelines will result in the loss of any unspent or unobligated ARRA funds.

Final reports, in the Grants Management System’s Payments, are due as follows:

e ARRA SFSF funds — August 12, 2011 (This is to allow payments to be made by the end of August so
the receipts are documented in the 2011-12 district budget)

e All other ARRA funds — September 30, 2011 (Although funds that were obligated by September 30
may be claimed until November 15, 2011. This includes IDEA, Title I, Technology, and McKinney-
Vento.

Please do not wait until the last minute to submit Final Reports. With ARRA funds, the workload for
closing out grants has doubled. While not ARRA funds, don’t forget to claim the Ed Jobs funds by August
31, 2011 also. Thanks
