STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION APPROVES GRANTS
FOR NEW, EXPANDED EARLY CHILDHOOD PROGRAMS

The State Board of Education recently approved funding for 11 school districts to develop new or to
expand their early childhood education programs. Nearly 300 additional at-risk, four-year-old children,
who will be eligible to attend kindergarten the following year, will be served under the grants.

The programs were established to allow more at-risk children access to early childhood education and
prekindergarten programs. Children will be served in inclusive learning environments to help them
become successful once they enter school.

The following school districts will establish new programs or expand their current early childhood
education services:
