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Summer Food Service Program

Busy, growing kids need healthy meals to fuel their bodies and minds.  During the school year, they get nutritious meals at school.  But kids are just as busy and need high quality fuel just as much during the summer months.  Books and teachers may be replaced by playgrounds and games, but kids’ stomachs don’t take a vacation!  The Summer Food Service Program (SFSP) helps kids get the vital nutrition they need when school is out. The United States Department of Agriculture (USDA), Food and Nutrition Service (FNS), provides the funding and technical assistance on the Program to State partners. These are often a State’s Department of Education, but other State agencies can run the Program too.  At the local level, sponsors such as schools, recreation centers, churches, day camps, girls’ and boys’ clubs and community groups deliver the Program to hungry kids.  More sponsors like these are needed!  Many kids who rely on school lunch during the academic year will go hungry this summer without a Program sponsor and a meal site in their neighborhood.
