1. STATEMENT OF THE CASE

This case commenced with the filing of a Petition on August 24, 2010, by Roger D.
Breed, Commissioner of Education, Department of Education, State of Nebraska, hereinafter
referred to as “Petitioner.” The Petition was filed against Jarad Anthony, hereinafter referred to
as “Respondent.” The Petition alleges certain acts of conduct by the Respondent in violation of
Neb. Rev. Stat. Section 79-866(2) (Reissue 2003); and Title 92, Nebraska Administrative Code,
Chapter 27, Section 004.04E (effective date: November 12, 2003).

On September 8, 2010, the Petition, Notice of Right to Submit an Answer, and a copy of
Title 95, Nebraska Administrative Code, Chapter 1 (effective date: October 30, 1993), was
served upon Respondent by certified mail, return receipt requested.

The Respondent has failed to file an Answer to the Petition. On September 29, 2010,
the Petitioner filed a Motion for Default Judgment. Also on September 29, 2010, Kathi Vontz,
Clerk of the Commission filed a Request for Support Information. Further on September 29,
2010, Petitioner, through his General Counsel filed the requested Support Information with the
Commission.

On or about October 1, 2010, Kathi Vontz, Clerk of the Commission, filed a Notice of
Hearing which was sent to the Respondent, postage prepaid, and delivered by hand to the




[image: image3.jpg]Petitioner’s general counsel. The Notice of Hearing advised that a public hearing on the Petition
would be held on October 9, 2010, commencing at approximately 9:20 a.m., in the State Board
Hearing Room, 6th Floor, Nebraska State Office Building, 301 Centennial Mall South, Lincoln,
Nebraska. The Notice further advised that the hearing would be held before a designated hearing
comunittee of the Commission, with Samuel Van Pelt serving as legal counsel to advise the Chair
in the performance of her duties.

The Petition and Default Motion, came on for hearing at the above time and place before
a Hearing Panel of the Commission consisting of Commission Members: Susan J. Anglemyer,
Robert Beck, Susan Johnson, Jodi Kupper, Brian Maher, Cindy Serfass, Karen Shelton, Lana
Sides, Jane Stavem, and Lynn Strack. Commissioner Strack served as Chairperson. The
proceedings were reported by Wendy Cutting of General Reporting Services, Lincoln, Nebraska.
The Petitioner appeared by Brian L. Halstead, General Counsel. Neither the Respondent nor
anyone representing the Respondent appeared. Exhibits were received in evidence and the
Petitioner’s General Counsel made his closing argument.

Thereupon, the Commission adjourncd and deliberated based on the record before it, and
makes the following Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, and Recommendation to the State
Board of Education.

II. FINDINGS OF FACT

1. The Petitioner, Roger D, Breed, is the Commissioner of Education for the State of
Nebraska; Respondent holds Nebraska standard teaching certificate number 2006001286,
endorsed in Elementary Education K-6, with an expiration date of August 31, 2011,

2. The Respondent was employed as a teacher by the Omaha Public Schools until his
resignation was accepted by the Omaha Board of Education on September 15, 2008.

3. On or about September 24, 2009, the Respondent was found Guilty by the Douglas
County District Court of Driving While Intoxicated/Third Offense, a Class 1IIA Felony, and
sentenced to Intensive Supervision Probation for a period of 48 months (4 years).

II1. CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The Commission has jurisdiction in this case and all proceedings have been in
accordance with applicable Constitutional, Statutory, and Regulatory Requirements.

2. The Petitioner has proven by a preponderance of the evidence that the Respondent
committed an immoral act and an act of moral turpitude in violation of Neb. Rev. Stat. Section
79-866(2) (Reissue 2003); and Title 92, Nebraska Administrative Code, Chapter 27, Section
004.04E (effective date: November 12, 2003) which states, “the educator: Shall not commit any
act of moral turpitude or any felony under the laws of the United States or any state or territory,
and shall not have a misdemeanor conviction involving abuse, neglect, or sexual misconduct as
defined in Sections 003.12 through 003.14 of 92 NAC 21.”

Therefore, the Commission respectfully recommends to the State Board of Education that
the Respondent’s Nebraska standard teaching certificate number 2006001286, endorsed in
Elementary Education K-6, with an expiration date of August 31, 2011, be permanently revoked
from and after final action hercin by the State Board of Education.

Lynn Strack, chailrperson of this hearing panel of the
Nebraska Professional Practices Commission. I convene this
hearing at 9:22 a.m. for the purpose of receiving evidence
on a petition filed by Roger D. Breed, Commissioner of
Education, Petitioner, against Jarad Anthony, Respondent,
Case No. 10-09.

The other members of the hearing committee are
Susan Anglemeyer, Robert Beck, Susan Johnson, Jodi Kupper,
Brian Maher, Cindy Serfass, Karen Shelton, Lana Sides, and
Jane Stavem.

The Commission's attorney is Samuel Van Pelt. His
purpose is to advise the hearing panel, chairperson, and the
Commission on the performance of our duties under the
Commission's rule and regulations.

The court reporter is Wendy Cutting. Her purpose
is to record the testimony of the witness and mark the
exhibits.

The Clerk of the Commission is Kathi Vontz. Her
purpose is administrative.

This case arises from a request by the State Board

of Education that the Commission hear the matter pursuant to
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Sections 79-859 through 79-871 of the Nebraska statutes and
the rules and regulations thereunder.

At this time I ask the attorneys to enter their
appearance.

MR. HALSTEAD: Brian Halstead, 301 Centennial Mall
South, Sixth Floor, Lincoln, Nebraska 68509, on behalf of
the Commissioner of Education.

CHAIRPERSON STRACK: Let the record show that the
respondent 1is not present, nor is there anyone else present
on behalf of the respondent.

At this time, if there are no objections, I will
enter into the record the pleadings which are marked as
Exhibit 1; the standards of ethics and competency, which is
92 Nebraska Administrative Code, Chapter 27, and is marked
as Exhibit 2; and the Regulations Concerning Teacher and
Administrator Professional Practices Hearings, which is 95
Nebraska Administrative Code, Chapter 1, and is marked as
Exhibit 3. Are there any objections?

MR. HALSTEAD: No.

CHATRPERSON STRACK: Exhibits 1, 2, 3 are
received.

MR. HALSTEAD: I do not, Your Honor.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Excuse me, do you have any
opening statement that you wish to make?

MR. HALSTEAD: I would walve an opening statement
and I have no additional evidence, Your Honor.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Just for the record, some
folks came in, but I assume that they are not --

You're not involved in the Anthony case. You're
involved in -- Thank you very much.

Do any Commission members on my left have any
questions of Mr. Halstead?

(No response.)

Do any on my right have any questions of Mr.
Halstead?

(No response.)

If not, you may proceed with your closing.

MR. HALSTEAD: Thank you. Ladies and gentlemen of
the Commission, as you can see from the evidence in Exhibit
No. 1, the pleadings, the respondent was a teacher for the
Omaha Public Schools and had been since the '99-2000 school
year. In 2008, there were issues regarding his being at
work while under the influence of alcoholic liguor, and

subsequent action that OPS took at that time. When the
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2008-2009 school year started, there were, again, issues
with the respondent and alcohol, and this time, the presence
of alcohol in his office at the school for which the
respondent was, in fact, released from employment from the
Omaha Public School District.

In conjunction with those underlying alcohol
offenses, Mr. Anthony, in fact, found himself to be
convicted of driving under the influence as a felony offense
by the Douglas County District Court and for which he has
now been placed on probation and is serving a sentence by
the District Court of Douglas County.

In past cases where we've dealt with alcohol abuse
by educators it has been the position of the Commissioner of
Education that their certificate should be revoked, because
if it is revoked, the educator then has to come back before
this Commission and before the State Board to prove, in
fact, that they are, in fact, fit again to be a teacher.

So, in this case, we would submit that Mr. Anthony's
certificate should be revoked. The period of time that we
have argued for in the past has been five years, because
felony offenses are serious offenses in our society. The
standard under which 004.04E is premised, about not having a
felony conviction states that “The magnitude of the
responsibility inherent in the education process requires

dedication to the principles of our democratic heritage.
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The educator bears particular responsibility in instilling
an understanding of and confidence in the rule of law, a
respect for individual freedom, and a responsibility to
promote respect by the public for the integrity of the
profession.” The standard deals with maintaining the
integrity of the teaching profession. And as a convicted
felon, we would argue that his certificate should be revoked
for a period of five years. After the expiration of that
five-year period, he should have to demonstrate that he
satisfied all terms and conditions of the probation order of
the District Court of Douglas County and then present
evidence that he has addressed his underlying alcocholic
issues.

With that, I'd be more than happy to take any
questions.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Any questions of any
Commission members of Mr. Halstead?

COMMISSIONER MAHER: One question.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Yes.

COMMISSIONER MAHER: Brian, I thought I heard you
say that has been the past practice, as well?

MR. HALSTEAD: Correct. In prior cases, that has
been the consistent approach by the Commissioner, and this
Commission and the State Board have, in almost all cases,

followed that in that regard. And again, it gives the
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respondent an opportunity to address the underlying problems
that brought him before this Commission. It also gives them
an opportunity to establish themselves in society and
demonstrate before coming back into the profession. Mr.
Anthony's probation is only for two years. During that
time, he's going to be supervised by some people. There are
going to be people watching him. Once he gets off
probation, can he, in fact, maintain his sobriety? Can he,
in fact, be a contributor to society without having the
criminal justice system watching him? So, that's why we
think a five-year period is appropriate in the case.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Any questions of Mr.
Halstead?

(No response.)

If not, the chair may proceed to close this
hearing.

CHAIRPERSON STRACK: The hearing committee will
now adijourn and will consider the evidence. The hearing
committee's decision will be reduced to writing. A copy of
the hearing committee's findings, conclusions, and decision
will be furnished to the parties. If the decisicn includes
a recommendation to suspend or revoke the respondent's
certificate, the findings, conclusions, and recommendation
will be presented to the State Board of Education.

Intoxicated/Third Offense Aggravated, a Class IIIA Felony, and sentenced by the
Douglas County District Court to 48 months of probation.

POSITION OF RESPONDENT

The Respondent did not respond to the complaint in this matter.

FINDINGS

The investigator obtained documents from the Omaha Public Schools (OPS) as it related
to the complaint filed against the Respondent and his employment with the school
district. Copies of documents relevant to the complaint are collectively attached and
marked as exhibit “E-2”. According to the documentation, the Respondent was
employed by OPS as a teacher and then as a program consultant/coordinator since the
1999-2000 school year. Included in the OPS material is a letter dated January 24, 2008,
to the Respondent referencing a conference that was held with OPS human resources
administrators and the Respondent on January 23, 2008. The purpose of the conference
was to address the allegation that the Respondent was under the influence of alcohol
during school hours on January 18, 2008. On February 7, 2008, the Respondent was
given a letter referencing another conference held on that date regarding the
Respondent’s alcohol use and discharge from the ARCH (Alcoholics Resocialization
Conditioning Help) program.

On August 20, 2008, OPS human resources administrators again met with the
Respondent regarding an allegation that he was under the influence of alcohol while on
duty and that three small bottles of alcohol were found in his office. The Respondent was
suspended with pay pending an investigation of the allegations. On August 22, 2008, the
Respondent verbally resigned to Ed Virant in human resources. On August 27, 2008, the
Respondent submitted a letter of resignation which was approved by the Omaha Board of
Education on September 15, 2008.
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The investigator obtained documents of the Douglas County District Court, copies of
which are collectively attached and marked as exhibit “E-3”. According to the court
records, on March 16, 2009, an Information was filed charging the Respondent with
Driving While Intoxicated/Fourth Offense, a Class III Felony. On May 29, 2009, the
Respondent was found guilty of Driving While Intoxicated/Third Offense, a Class IIIA
Felony. On September 24, 2009, the Respondent was sentenced to Intensive Supervision
Probation for a period of 48 months (4 years).

STANDARDS OF PROFESSIONAL CONDUCT AND ETHICS

The following statute and standards would appear applicable: Neb. Rev. Stat. Section 79-
866(2) (Reissue 2003) which, in part, states, “The board may, for just cause, revoke or
suspend any teacher’s or administrator’s certificate. Violation of the standards
established pursuant to this section, commission of an immoral act, or conviction of a
felony under the laws of this state shall constitute just cause for the revocation or
suspension of a teacher’s or administrator’s certificate by the board”; Title 92, Nebraska
Administrative Code, Chapter 27, Section 004.03C (effective date: November 12, 2003)
which states, “the educator: Shall make reasonable effort to protect the student from
conditions which interfere with the learning process or are harmful to health or safety”,
Section 004.04E (same effective date) which states, “the educator: Shall not commit any
act of moral turpitude or any felony under the laws of the United States or any state or
territory, and shall not have a misdemeanor conviction involving abuse, neglect, or sexual
misconduct as defined in Sections 003.12 through 003.14 of 92 NAC 217; and Section
004.04F (same effective date) which states, “the educator: Shall, with reasonable
diligence, attend to the duties of his or her professional position™.

DETERMINATION OF LEGAL SUFFICIENCY

There is legally sufficient evidence to indicate a violation of the statute and standards
with regard to this allegation.

RECOMMENDATION

The Certification Investigator would recommend the Commissioner of Education file a
Petition in this matter.
