1. STATEMENT OF THE CASE OF EDUCATION

This case commenced with the filing of a Petition on August 19, 2010, by Roger D.
Breed, Commissioner of Education, Department of Education, State of Nebraska, hereinafter
referred to as “Petitioner.” The Petition was filed against Jodi Hammans (Reeder), hereinafter
referred to as “Respondent.” The Petition alleges certain acts of conduct by the Respondent in
violation of Neb. Rev. Stat. Section 79-866(2) (Reissue 2003); and Title 92, Nebraska
Administrative Code, Chapter 27, Section 004.04E (effective date: November 12, 2003).

On September 1, 2010, the Petition, Notice of Right to Submit an Answer, and a copy of
Title 95, Nebraska Administrative Code, Chapter 1 (effective date: October 30, 1993), was
served upon Respondent by certified mail, return receipt requested.

The Respondent has failed to file an Answer to the Petition. On September 23, 2010,
the Petitioner filed a Motion for Default Judgment. Also on September 23, 2010, Kathi Vontz,
Clerk of the Commission filed a Request for Support Information. On September 29, 2010,
Petitioner, through his General Counsel filed the requested Support Information with the
Commission.

On or about October 1, 2010, Kathi Vontz, Clerk of the Commission, filed a Notice of
Hearing which was sent to the Respondent, postage prepaid, and delivered by hand to the



[image: image3.jpg]Petitioner’s general counsel. The Notice of Hearing advised that a public hearing on the Petition
would be held on June 12, 2010, commencing at approximately 9:25 a.m., in the State Board
Hearing Room, 6th Floor, Nebraska State Office Building, 301 Centennial Mall South, Lincoln,
Nebraska. The Notice further advised that the hearing would be held before a designated hearing
committee of the Commission, with Samuel Van Pelt serving as legal counsel to advise the Chair
in the performance of her duties.

The Petition and Default Motion, came on for hearing at the above time and place before
a Hearing Panel of the Commission consisting of Commission Members: Susan J. Anglemyer,
Robert Beck, Susan Johnson, Jodi Kupper, Brian Maher, Cindy Serfass, Karen Shelton, Lana
Sides, Jane Stavem, and Lynn Strack. Commissioner Strack served as Chairperson. The
proceedings were reported by Wendy Cutting of General Reporting Services, Lincoln, Nebraska.
The Petitioner appeared by Brian L. Halstead, General Counsel and the Respondent appeared pro
se. Exhibits and testimony were received in evidence and the Petitioner’s General Counsel and
the Respondent made their closing arguments.

Thereupon, the Commission adjourned and deliberated based on the record before it, and
makes the following Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, and Recommendation to the State
Board of Education.

11. FINDINGS OF FACT

1. The Petitioner, Roger D. Breed, is the Commissioner of Education for the State of
Nebraska; Respondent holds Nebraska standard teaching certificate number 2006004649,
endorsed in Coaching 7-12 and health & Physical Education K-12, with an expiration date of
August 31, 2013.

2. The Respondent was employed as a teacher by the Omaha Public Schools until her
resignation was accepted by the Omaha Board of Education on July 7, 2010,

3. On or about June 8, 2010, the Respondent was found Guilty by the Douglas County
District Court of Driving While Intoxicated/Third Offense Aggravated, a Class I11A Felony, and
sentenced to two years’ Probation.

I1I. CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The Commission has jurisdiction in this case and all proceedings have been in
accordance with applicable Constitutional, Statutory, and Regulatory Requirements.

2. The Petitioner has proven by a preponderance of the evidence that the Respondent
committed an immoral act and an act of moral turpitude in violation of Neb. Rev. Stat. Section
79-866(2) (Reissue 2003); and Title 92, Nebraska Administrative Code, Chapter 27, Section
004.04E (effective date: November 12, 2003) which states, “the educator: Shall not commit any
act of moral turpitude or any felony under the laws of the United States or any state or territory,



[image: image4.jpg]and shall not have a misdemeanor conviction involving abuse, neglect, or sexual misconduct as
defined in Sections 003.12 through 003.14 of 92 NAC 21.”

1V. RECOMMENDATION

Therefore, the Commission respectfully recommends to the State Board of Education that
the Respondent’s Nebraska standard teaching certificate number 2006004649, endorsed in
Coaching 7-12 and Health & Physical Education K-12, with an expiration date of August 31,
2013, held by Jodi Hammans (Reeder), be revoked for a period of five years from and after final
action herein by the State Board of Education. It is further recommended that before Respondent
is allowed to apply for a Nebraska teaching certificate she shall have satisfactorily complied with
the terms and conditions of the sentencing order entered by the Douglas County District Court on
June 8, 2010, and any subsequent orders.

BY MS. HAMMANS:

I cannot dispute any of the evidence, but I'd like

to tell you a little bit about myself to help you see that

there is more to me than a file of my faults. It's hard to

say everything in just a few minutes, but I'm going to give
it a try. I've always been a hard worker and a goal seeker.
I am very outgoing, energetic, trustworthy, and a positive
person. I am very social and talk to anyone without passing
judgment. I feel everyone I come in contact with enjoys
being around me and feed off my positive energy. I have
spent the last 32 years of my life trying to follow my
dreams of being a teacher and a softball coach. I love
teaching people and sharing my life expericnces with them.
Being around kids was the most enjoyable journey ever. I
truly love kids. My students were very important to me and
I enjoyed guiding them through life and helping them
discover themselves. I was made to be a teacher. I don't
know if I'll ever have the opportunity to do that again, but
I believe that there should have been more teachers like me.
I have always had a big heart and cared about others and
their needs. My family and friends have always been the
most important thing in my life. I was an outstanding
teacher and coach and the students enjoyed me and my class.
I ran an organized, fun and disciplined classroom. I look
forward to having opportunities to teach again, someday.
This incident happened three years age and a few
months before that, my life was finally taking shape. 1I'd
received my Master's degree, I got engaged to a wonderful

man, and we bought our first home together. I was excited
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Jodi Hammans -- direct 12

to begin my sixth year of teaching and my second year as the
head varsity softball coach. Everything changed on the
night of September 10%", 2007. After attending another
social event, I found myself making the biggest mistake of
my life. I was arrested for DUI. No one will ever
understand the feeling of worthlessness that ran through my
body. I was so ashamed and embarrassed. Being all over the
news was devastating. I had a sense of hopelessness and I
had lost my dignity and pride. I was in shock and sick to
my stomach for months. All I could think about was the pain
that I caused others. How could I let down my students, my
players, and my co-workers? I know that I have lost
everything that 1've ever worked for in my life. My career
was over and I had no credibility left.

So, I quickly entered an intensive outpatient
treatment program at Valley Hope Center in Omaha where I
learned that I needed a life change. I faced the fact that
there is no room in my life for alcohol and then that day, I
began my new life. Through the program, I did a lot of soul
searching and I am forever thankful for the program at
Valley Hope. It truly helped me to find myself and become a
person I was always meant to be. Through treatment, I had
an amazing support system and they attended treatment with
me. And together, we grew to understand my alcohol abuse.

I followed up with a year of continuing care at Valley Hope
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Jodi Hammans ~- direct 13

and I have attended AA meetings for the past three years and
I live a life of sobriety.

I'm happily married for two and a half years and I
recently became a mother. Life is much different now.

When reviewing my case, I'd please ask you to
remember that I never and would never put my students in
danger. My actions were off duty hours and never on school
grounds. I would ask that you would please consider
suspending my teaching certificate and give me an
opportunity to prove to you that I'm an asset to education.
I have learned from my mistakes and I will never put myself
in this situation ever again. I look forward to one day
being back where I belong, teaching. But until then, I have
the most important job in the world and that is to be a
mother.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Mr. Halstead, do you have
any questions of the witness?

MR. HALSTEAD: I do not, Your Honor.

MS. HAMMANS: No.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Mr. Halstead, do you have
any questions in response to the questions?

MR. HALSTEAD: I do not. I have nothing.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Very well. Do I understand,
then, Ms. Hammans, that this is -~ do you have any other
evidence you wish to offer?

MS. HAMMANS: No.

HALSTEAD: Ladies and gentlemen of the
Commission, as you can see by the facts in front of you,
alcohol, unfortunately, was a large portion of the
respondent's life for about ten years. She has a prior DUI
in 1998 and again in 2004.

Mr. Anthony's case, I suggested to you the
certificate should be revoked and the period of his

revocation should be five years, in order for him to
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demonstrate that he's addressed his underlying alcohol
problem, that he satisfies all terms and conditions of the
probation. And you're going to hear me say the same thing
in this case.

I think it is very commendable that the
respondent has now first -- has taken the steps to
address the problem that brought her before you. It is not
going to be an easy road for her to continue to travel and
I think she knows that. She's now a new mother, and I
think her statement shows that she has the focus where she
needs to be. She needs to be a good mother to her child, a
good wife to her husband, and to demonstrate through the
next five years that, in fact, she has put her life
together.

So, in that regard, I will, like in the last
case, recommend to you that you revoke her certificate for
five years; that upon applying for reinstatement, she
demonstrate she satisfied all terms and conditions of the
District Court of Douglas County for her offense of drunk
driving, third offense, and that she demonstrate that she
has, in fact, addressed her underlying alcohol problems.

With that, I would have nothing further.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Now, you may state whatever
you wish to state on your own behalf, to summarize.

MS. HAMMANS: I just think that you really need to
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consider that I did not involve students. I was not at work
that way. This was personal time. And I have changed my
life completely. I am not even close to the person that I
was when this happened. And, I mean, I would ask that you
not -- license not be revoked for such a long period of
time. That's it.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Any Commission members on my
right have any questions of either of the parties?

(No response.)

Any on my left?

COMMISSIONER KUPPER: I just want to clarify the
timeline a bit.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Go ahead.

COMMISSIONER KUPPER: You were arrested in '07.
You were not found guilty until 2010, is that correct?

MS. HAMMANS: That is correct.

COMMISSIONER KUPPER: Is that just the normal
process of the courts?

MS. HAMMANS: Because of the situation, I had so
much to lose, we held off so that I could go to treatment
and to prove in that time period, and my lawyer was working
very hard to get it lowered because there was so much on the
line.

COMMISSIONER KUPPER: So, between those two dates,

did you continue to teach until you were found -- pled
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guilty?

MS. HAMMANS: I was on leave for two years, and
then this last semester, they returned me back to work, so I
taught for a semester where I had perfect attendance, never
late, everything was wonderful, and I don't think any of the
people there even knew what had happened. And if you would
tell them that this is where I was sitting today, they
wouldn't believe you.

MR. HALSTEAD: I would suggest she had a very,
very good criminal defense attorney to represent her., I
don't believe the criminal justice system takes usually that
long, but I suspect her attorney was very diligent in trying
to get the felony reduced to a misdemeanor and unfortunately
was unable to accomplish that.

THE HEARING OFFICER: Any other Commission members
have any questions?

COMMISSIONER SIDES: Your letter of reference, is
that from a work friend or who is that?

MS. HAMMANS: That's just a friend from high

school.
THE HEARING OFFICER: Any other questions?
(No response.)
If not, the chair will proceed to close this
hearing.

CHAIRPERSON STRACK: The hearing committee will
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now adjourn and will consider the evidence. The hearing
committee's decision will be reduced to writing. A copy of
the hearing committee's findings, conclusions, and decision
will be furnished to the parties. If the decision includes
a recommendation to suspend or revoke the respondent's
certificate, the findings, conclusions, and recommendation
will be presented to the State Board of Education.

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On June 25, 2010, Nikole Sander filed a Complaint with the Commissioner of Education
against Jodi Hammans, the Respondent. A copy of the Complaint was served upon the
Respondent on June 26, 2010. Copies of the Complaint and return receipt are
collectively attached and marked as exhibit "E-1".

The Teacher Certification Office Records revealed that the Respondent holds a public
Nebraska standard teaching certificate number 2006004649, endorsed in Coaching 7-12
and Health & Physical Education K-12, with an expiration date of August 31, 2013.

SUMMARY OF COMPLAINT

The Complainant alleged on or about June 8, 2010, the Respondent was found Guilty by
the Douglas County District Court of Driving While Intoxicated/Third Offense
Aggravated, a Class IIIA Felony, and sentenced to two years’ Probation.

POSITION OF RESPONDENT

The Respondent did not request a personal conference in this matter.

FINDINGS

The investigator obtained documents from the Omaha Public Schools (OPS) as it related
to the complaint filed against the Respondent and her employment with the school
district. Copies of documents relevant to the complaint are collectively attached and
marked as exhibit “E-2”. According to the documentation, the Respondent was
employed as a teacher by OPS since the 2001-2002 school year. On September 12, 2007,
administrators met with the Respondent and her attorney to discuss concerns by the
administration. The first item related to the Respondent being arrested on September 10,
2007, for fourth offense DWI, a felony. The second concern was that the Respondent
reported late to work on occasion due to “oversleeping.” The administrators inquired as
to how bad the Respondent’s drinking problem was and when it became a problem. The
Respondent advised that she received her first DWI in 1998. The Respondent was
advised that a felony conviction could affect her employment with OPS, but that an
employment decision would not be made until she went through the court system. The
administrators advised the Respondent they wanted her to get better, and referred her to
EAP. The Respondent was verbally suspended with pay until January 4, 2010, when the
Respondent returned to teach for OPS the remainder of the 2009-2010 school year.
During the Respondent’s suspension, the Respondent went into a treatment program from
September 27, 2007, until November 15, 2007. On June 8, 2010, the Respondent notified
Ed Virant of Human Resources via e-mail that she “plead guilty to 3" felony DUI” and
intended to resign her position with OPS. On June 29, 2010, the Respondent submitted a
letter of resignation which was accepted by the Omaha Board of Education on July 7,
2010.
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The investigator obtained documents of the Douglas County District Court, copies of
which are collectively attached and marked as exhibit “E-3”.  According to the court
records, on November §, 2007, an Information was filed charging the Respondent with
Driving While Intoxicated, Fourth Offense, a Class III Felony, relating to an arrest on
September 10, 2007. On June 8, 2010, an Amended Information was filed charging the
Respondent with Driving While Intoxicated, Third Offense, a Class IIIA Felony. On
June 8 the Respondent was sentenced to Probation for two (2) years, after being found
guilty. The Probation included 60 days’ incarceration, however, on June 9 the Judge
allowed the Respondent to be placed on the Douglas County House Arrest Electronic
Surveillance Program.

STANDARDS OF PROFESSIONAL CONDUCT AND ETHICS

The following statute and standard would appear applicable: Neb. Rev. Stat. Section 79-
866(2) (Reissue 2003) which, in part, states, “The board may, for just cause, revoke or
suspend any teacher’s or administrator’s certificate.  Violation of the standards
established pursuant to this section, commission of an immoral act, or conviction of a
felony under the laws of this state shall constitute just cause for the revocation or
suspension of a teacher’s or administrator’s certificate by the board”; and Title 92,
Nebraska Administrative Code, Chapter 27, Section 004.04E (effective date: November
12, 2003) which states, “the educator: Shall not commit any act of moral turpitude or any
felony under the laws of the United States or any state or territory, and shall not have a
misdemeanor conviction involving abuse, neglect, or sexual misconduct as defined in
Sections 003.12 through 003.14 of 92 NAC 21”.

DETERMINATION OF LEGAL SUFFICIENCY

There is legally sufficient evidence to indicate a violation of the statute and standard with
regard to this allegation.

RECOMMENDATION

The Certification Investigator would recommend the Commissioner of Education file a
Petition in this matter.
