4.  _____________________ is a general term for dinnerware, referring to all articles made of earth materials such as clay, sand, etc., and processed by firing or baking. This includes pottery, earthenware, china, and glass refractories (heat resistant glass).

5.  A __________________ is a glossy transparent or colored glass-like coating that is fired onto the ware, producing a glossy surface for decorative purposes and to make it nonabsorbent and more resistant to wear.

6.  The _________________ of the plate is the raised rim on a traditionally shaped plate.

7.  A plate made in a ________________  ________________ is contemporary, without a shoulder. It is flat across the bottom and rolled up slightly at the rim.

8.  The term _________________  __________________refers to the way dinnerware is purchased. Instead of purchasing a full set of dishes, you can buy one piece at a time as long as the pattern is in production.

9.  A ____________________ _________ is a set of accessory pieces that might accompany a dinnerware set. It is often a 3-5 piece set, with some combination of platter, vegetable bowl, sugar bowl, creamer, butter dish, gravy boat, salt & pepper shakers, etc.

10.  _________________________ is any type of clayware fired at comparatively low temperatures, producing a heavy porous body that is opaque and may chip/break easily.

Dinnerware made in this way lends itself well to a variety of styles and casual dining.  

11. _________________ is a type of earthenware made from a lower grade clay. 

12. _________________ is a pottery originating in Holland;  characterized by a colored clay, white glaze, and blue decoration.

13.  _____________________________ is a colorful French-made pottery. It features a peasant character and takes it name from the town of the same name.

14.  ______________________ (fī-äns') is a fine tin-glazed pottery, usually bearing a highly colorful decoration.

15.  ______________________ is a type of Italian pottery glazed with tin enamel and ly decorated in rich colors. The raised décor on the plate often incorporates vegetables. 
16.  ______________________ is a defect in a clayware glaze causing a network of tiny cracks formed during temperature expansions and contractions. 


____________________   __________ is dinnerware with a decorative effect deliberately produced 




            to resemble crazing.

17.  _________________________ is a form of stoneware containing powdered iron slag. It is slightly porous, causing it to chip or break easier than stoneware. It is less durable and less expensive than other stoneware.

18.  _________________________ is a hard clayware fired at a high temperature. It is non-porous and very durable, but not translucent.  It is chip resistant and oven, freeze, dishwasher, and microwave safe.

19.  _________________________ is a type of stoneware noted for a soft finish first developed by Josiah Wedgwood. It is best known as a blue and white ware.

20.  _________________________ is a term referring to a “quality” of china. It means the china is semi-transparent;  you can see the shadow of your hand through it when held up to the light.

21. ___________________________ is when the silica ingredients in china literally turn to glass during high firing temperatures.  The terms “vitreous” and “semi-vitreous” refer to the degree of “glassiness”, and correlate to the china’s strength and translucence. 
22.  _________________________ is a term that is often used interchangeably with the term china. The two vary only in the manufacturing process. It is a hard, translucent body.

23.  _____________________ (lē-mōzh') is a French porcelain produced in the vicinity of the town of Limoges, France.

24. ______________________ is a white china, generally heavily decorated and originally developed in Dresden, Germany.

25.  ________________ china is a fine vitrified china that contains animal bone ash for added translucency and characteristic whiteness. 

26.  The term ____________________ refers to all of the non-porous types of clayware, fired/vitrified at exceptionally high temperatures.  


________________ china is very thin, translucent, and chip-resistant.  It gives off a bell-like ring 
when struck with a pencil…a resonance. 

27.  ________________________ is the chemical name of the compound from which a plastic dinnerware has been made since the 1950’s.  It is lightweight, chip- and break-resistant, shatterproof, and dishwasher safe. It is often colorful and fade-resistant, but does not withstand temperatures above 212°F.
28.  ________________________ is a process done to glass dinnerware to add strength. If it does break, it will break into small fragments rather than irregular shards.
