Because early literacy is so crit ical to a successful school experience, it  
is important that all students meet grade-level benchmarks for reading 

proficiency.

In 2018, the legislature passed the Nebraska Reading Improvement Act, which is 

designed to address student reading needs in grades K-3. The law requires that

Your 
student’s progress toward the improvement goals will be monitored and 

documented by the educational team, and the IRIP will include suggest ions for 

expanding literacy skills at home.
