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Parental involvement is integral to all Title 1 programs, including the Migrant Education Program (MEP).
Therefore, It is essential for parents and schools to develop partnerships and build ongoing dialogues
to improve student achievement. To receive MEP funds, State Education Agencies (SEAs) and the
local operating agencies must implement programs, activities, and procedures that effectively involve
migrant parents. A SEA must: 1) develop its comprehensive State Plan in consultation with parents; 2)
consult with parent advisory councils (PACs) regarding programs that are one school year n duration,
and 3) plan and operate the MEP in a manner that provides for the same parental involvement as is
required in section 1118.

PARENT CONSULTATION IN MEP PLANNING AND OPERATIONS

Pursuant to section 1304(c (3), SEAs and local operating agencies must consult with parent advisory
councils in planning and operating the MEP if they operate programs of one school year in duration.
The statute also requires the MEP provide the same parental involvement as is required in section 1118,
unless extraordinary circumstances make such provision impractical. This provision requires SEAs and
local operating agencies to involve parents, in an organized, ongoing, and timely way, in the planning,
review, and improvement of the MEP (section 1118(c)(3) of the statute). In addition, section (200.83(b)
of the regulations requires SEAs to develop the comprehensive State plan in consultation with the State
parent advisory council if the program is one school year in duration. If the program is less than one
school year in duration, the SEA must consult with parents.

As the first teachers of their children, parents know the needs of their children best and can provide
insight into their children’s strengths and challenges. As such, migrant parents can play a pivotal role
in planning the educational programs in which their children participate. Involving migrant parents in
planning the MEP also builds their capacity to assist in their children’s learning at home. In addition,
parental involvement in the planning of the program enables parents to understand the program and
have informed conversations with MEP and school staff regarding their children’s education. Through
their participation in the planning process, migrant parents are also more likely to become advocates
and supporters of the program because they have a personal stake in its success.



PARENT CONSULTATION IN MEP PLANNING AND OPERATIONS

Purpose of the State PAC
The State PAC aims to engage parents and develop partnerships with schools, educators, and
communities to build ongoing dialogues to improve migrant student achievement.

What is a State PAC?
A PAC advises the SEA and local operating agencies on migrant parents’ concerns related to the
planning, operation, and evaluation of MEP programs and projects in which their children participate.

Parents can participate in PAC to:
* Increase involvement in your child’s education and advocate on behalf of migratory families in
Nebraska
* Learn more about the Nebraska Migrant Education Program (MEP)
* Meet and collaborate with other migratory parents residing in Nebraska

Who is eligible to be a member of the State PAC?

A maijority of State PAC members are parents or guardians of eligible migrant children. Other individuals
may participate to represent the interests of the parents or guardians of eligible migratory children.
Local migrant PACs are responsible for appointing members to participate in the state PAC.

The function of the State PAC:

* The state PAC members are involved in planning, implementing, and evaluating the development
of the Nebraska MEP state plan.

e The State PAC meets four fimes a year.

* The State PAC selects topics they consider are important for other migratory parents to be
informed about.

» State PAC members inform their local PACs on information received from State PAC meetings
and report back to the State PAC comments/suggestions from local PAC members.

State PAC Goals and Objectives:
*  Empower parents as primary educators of their children
* Create astrong PAC network throughout the state
* A minimum of one parent from each MEP project to serve on the State PAC

LOCAL PARENT ADVISORY COUNCIL (PAC) GUIDELINES
A local PAC adyvises the SEA and its local operating agency on migrant parents’ concerns about the
planning, operation, and evaluation of MEP programs and projects in which their children participate.
* A PAC must be consulted about:
» The comprehensive assessment of the needs of migratory children to be served.
» The design of the comprehensive service delivery plan.

e PACs may be used to:
»  Ensure full parental participation in MEP planning, design, and implementation;
» Convene an annual meeting of parents, at which school officials explain the MEP projects and
» Provide opportunities for regular parent meetings to gather input.

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LOCAL PARENT ADVISORY COUNCIL (PAC)

* Is comprised of a representative sample of parents or guardians of eligible migrant children and
individuals who represent the interests of such parents, such as district personnel, i.e., federal
program directors, migrant service coordinators, recruiters, migrant parent liaisons, or individuals
who represent those that employ migrant workers

e Hold a minimum of two local PAC meetings a year. Meetings may occur more frequently if PAC
members express interest. In some cases, the sessions are conducted with local community
organizations.

* Schedule meetings at a time that is convenient for parents and accommodate their work/family
schedules

* Provide parents with meeting location, time, and agenda well in advance.

* Provide meeting agendas, minutes, and other materials in a language and format that parents
understand.

* Establish meeting rules that support open discussion.

* Train local PAC representatives to become advocates and leaders in their communities.

* Keep copies of attendance records, meeting agendas, minutes, and any other relevant materials
for the Nebraska Migrant Education Program.

* The project will select at least one parent to serve on the State PAC to represent the local project.
The selected local PAC representative will keep the local PAC informed of State PAC meeting
minutes and any other activities.

e Submit local PAC meeting dates to the state Parent Advisory Council Coordinator.

* Local projects are encouraged to have parents participate in the National Migrant Education
Conference, Family and Student Conference, and other such events.

* Local projects are responsible for providing adequate access to parental participation.

» This may include transportation, meals, childcare, translation, etc.
» Parental participation at training/conferences.

FAMILY AND COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT (FACE) MEETINGS
FACE was created to achieve the following objectives:
* To develop leadership among migratory parents and
* To educate parents about topics they express interest in or issues that the State PAC members or
the Nebraska MEP feel are important for migrant parents to be informed.
* To provide educational resources or knowledge about other resources available in their
community.

MIGRATORY FAMILY AND STUDENT CONFERENCE
Purpose:
* To provide an opportunity for families to engage in various activities to inspire ideas and discussion
around the success of Nebraska migrant families and students.

De conformidad con el articulo 1304 (c) (3), las SEA y las agencias locales de operacion deben
consultar con los consejos asesores de los padres en la planificacion y operacion del MEP si operan
programas de un ano escolar de duracion. El Programa de Educacion Migrante de Nebraska requiere
que un distrito escolar local o una agencia educativa que reciba fondos del MEP y que opere un
programa migratorio de ano completo, debe consultar con un Consejo Asesor de Padres (PAC) de
manera organizada, continua y oportuna en la planificaciéon, y la mejora del programa local de
educacion migrante.

Como los primeros maestros de sus hijos, los padres conocen mejor las necesidades de sus hijos y
pueden dar una idea de las fortalezas y desafios de sus hijos.
